7. Warp Down - Continuous increasing of the delay time. The Delay Knob
controls the speed of the warp (As does the Tap Tempo).  When it hits
maximum delay. it jumps back to minimum.

8. Warp Up - Same as above, but decreases the delay time, which in-
creases the pitch.

DIVIDE - Controls how your tap will be divided. Positions from left to
right: /8. dotted 1/8, and |/4.

MODE - Controls how the effect will react during Brak-
ing (Holding the Tap Speed). Positions from left to
right are:

Tempo LED (Blue) - This LED gives you a visual view of the tempo.

Status LED (Red/Green) - When the effect is bypassed the LED is off.
When the effect is Engaged the LED is RED. When the battery is going dead
the light will blink GREEN if bypassed, RED if on.

IN - This is the input to the pedal. This jack disconnects power, so unplug
when not in use.
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OUT- The Output jack is a Mono output.
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FLOAT - With a press and a soft click, the FLOAT footswitch effectively
raises the FEEDBACK. and the knob position determines the intensity of
the effect. The left half of the FEEDBACK knob turns into a pad-like wash

and as you go clockwise the effect builds up quicker and louder.

FLOAT was designed to make the most of the Tap-A-Delay --
specifically BRAKE mode. Engage FLOAT and BRAKE at the same
